o Participating teams cannot invite professional players. A player with a USATT rating over 2200 may not
participate.
A chief referee, hired by the Organizing Committee, will oversee the tournament and enforce USATT rules.

o The following prizes will be awarded: 1st place (gold medal) — $400 * Runner-up (silver) — $300
* 3rd place (bronze) — $200 * Special award — $100.
